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A 15-year-old-boy presented with cough and chest pain.
Chest X-ray showed ill-defined opacity suggesting bowel
loops in the left hemithorax. Thorax CT revealed total lung
atelectasis and intrathoracic abdominal viscera (Fig. 1). Lung
was found to be hypoplastic and thorax was filled by bowels
associated with cystic formations (Fig. 2).
